	Opening Discussion
1. When you hear the word “idol”, what comes to mind first, and does that word feel relevant to your actual life?
2. When you picture God, what image or description first comes to mind? Where do you think that comes from?

Colossians 3:1-7

Digging Deeper: 
1. In verses 4-5, it forbids making idols/images and bowing to them. Why do you think God is so specific about physical representations, rather than only saying “don’t worship other gods”
2. God describes himself as jealous in vs 5. What does this say about the relationship God wants with us, and why is it good news?
3. What is significant about the way judgment impacts generations, but love impacts for a thousand years?
4. God didn’t ask us to make an image of Him because he already did through us. (Genesis 1:26-27) What do you think that means, and how does it help explain the 2nd commandment?.
5. Colossians 3:1-2 says to “set your mind on things that are above.” What is one habit that would retrain where your mind actually drifts during the day?
6. What is one thing that your mind is getting the attention that only belongs to God?

1. If you are called to reflect God's image rather than create one, what is one area of your life where you want His character to be seen more clearly this week?
